National Watermelon Day August 3  

Watermelon is high in lycopene, an antioxidant that may help reduce 
the risks of cancer and other diseases. It's also fat free and low in 
calories -- 2 cups of diced pieces (1/8 of a medium melon) provides 
only 80 calories. 

IMPORTANT: Wash the outside of the melon under clean running 
water before cutting into it, use a clean knife on a clean cutting sur-
face and wash your own hands with soap and water before cutting 
the melon. Once melon is cut, it should be stored, covered, in the re-
frigerator, don't leave cut melon at room temperature longer than 2 
hours TOTAL time.

Watermelon is actually a vegetable and not a fruit.  It is also related 
to the pumpkin, cucumber and the squash. 

 

Watermelon consist of 92% water and 8 % sugar. 

 

Over 1200 varieties of watermelon are grown in approximately 100 
countries across the world.
